SOROPTIMIST DUES BREAKDOWN

We recently voted a change in how dues are
reduced throughout the year for new
members, at the time they join. The
reduction happens quarterly.

7/1/07 — 9/30/07

$175.00 (Total dues)

10/1/07-12/31/07

$136.17 (Total Dues)

1/1/08 — 3/31/08

$97.34 (Total Dues)

4/1/08 — 6/30/08

$58.51 (Total Dues)

Basically this represents a quarterly
reduction of 25% throughout the year to
follow Federation’s dues structure.

International dues of $6.00 don’t change
quarterly, nor does Insurance ($2) or
Region dues ($8.20). Founder’s Pennies
($3.48) only go up one cent per year. Local
Club dues start at $111.32 and are reduced
each quarter.
